
This bathroom in Naperville, Illinois, was a complete 
remodel, and all areas were completely reconfigured by 
Nicole M. Weiland of Casa Bella Design Center to fit the 
homeowners’ exact specifications. They desired a timeless 
theme, with great amenities and highly functional design.

The big challenge in this space was the lack of light, 
as the original window was tucked in the corner of the 
room. To let the light shine in, the window was enlarged 
from 24 inches to four feet. Not only did the enlargement 
brighten the space, but it gave balance to the entire room. 
Additional can lighting and updated vanity light fixtures 
also helped illuminate the bath.

The homeowners also wanted to implement separate 
his-and-her zones. And since the homeowners found 
they never used their whirlpool tub, it was replaced with 
a smaller scale soaker tub. Now the vanities sit on either 
side of the new tub deck.

Dark sable cabinetry and travertine 
tile are used throughout the space to 
provide the classic look. Mosaic tile and 
glass accents were used at the vanity 
and shower areas to give the travertine 
an extra punch. Crisp white plumbing 
fixtures, creamy quartz countertops and 
warm oil rubbed bronze accents complete 
the look. Now the whole family can’t wait 
to relax in the new space! «
